1. Dramatic communication
Agrippa is the dominant speaker in the dialogue, because he has 19 lines whereas Caesar has just 13, Antony just 12 lines and Lepidus just 1 line. The dominant idea is the fraternization of Caesar and Antony by the marriage between Caesar’s half-sister Octavia and Antony. This marriage is supposed to clarify the temper between Caesar and Antony and to strengthen the triumvir.
Another significant point is that Agrippa and Antony never speak directly to each other. It is Caesar who moderates the communication and who interacts with both of them. Caesar interrupts Agrippa, answers questions of Antony and decides who is talking when. 
Analysing Antony, one can see that he is just reacting in the whole communication and he is interfered by the others in his opinions and reactions.
Agrippa’s communication starts with a dialogue between him and Caesar. His longest and even last part starts with a dialogue but switches then over to a monologue, when Agrippa says in line 134, “take Antony Octavia to his wife”, because he starts to speak about the present Antony in the third person. Addressing nobody on the stage, it ends with the aside that his speech is studied. This aside also shows that Caesar and Agrippa know more than Antony, because Agrippa just executes Caesars will. The audience knows exactly the same as the characters on stage.
2. Against the background of this analysis, divide the passage into sections and give a structured summary of it.

First, from line 123 to 131, the dialogue invites Antony in to the communication and prepares his adjustment and opinion to the following offer of Agrippa. Caesar and Agrippa want to start a conversation with Antony, which he has to consider without being inhibited because of his relationship to Cleopatra. 
Secondly, from line 132 to 146, there is the speech of Agrippa, which is the offer to Antony to marry Octavia for a higher political purpose. Agrippa explains what advantages this marriage would bring to the triumvir and how beautiful Octavia is.
Finally, from line 147 to 162, there is the acceptance of Antony to marry her. The result is that the mood lightens up and the previous rougher tone to each other is gone. 
3. Characterisation
There is no doubt that Agrippa is a loyal follower of Caesar. A proof of this can be found in his devotedness against his master in the first line “Give me leave, Caesar”. His word choice shows how gifted he is to find the right words and how tactical and diplomatic he is. The way he speaks is very respectful and conclusive. Having to set Antony into the right mood for Agrippa’s following intention, he and Caesar provoke Antony. Knowing that Antony has a relationship with Cleopatra, this fact must be tactical determined first to go ahead. Agrippa does not discuss with Antony but gives him an idea of what is possible by a marriage. His silence in the end also proves that the marriage is not his idea but of his leader Caesar. Another proof of that is that Caesar, the half-brother of Octavia, has no reaction about Agrippa’s offer. Another indication for this is that Agrippa says in line 145, “For ‘tis is studied, not a present thought”.
Antony is very passionate which one can see by the verbal kind of expressing himself. His passages are tagged with many exclamation marks. Questions from him show how his disorientation, because of the offering. In reference to Cleopatra he behaves disloyal and that not just by taking the contract but by saying no word about their relationship. He does not even state anything about her what shows how much he misses his old structures. Even Octavia herself is not mentioned in a word by him when he agrees marrying her. She is not important by herself but the political power and the advantages this marriage can bring. He builds up again his loyalty against the triumvir in this whole passage, as one can see by his cheerful tone in the end. This change of mood happens to Caesar too.
Caesar leads the dialogue by deciding who talks when, which represents how powerful he is. His behaviour is very structured and intelligent. Interacting as the only person with both, Agrippa and Antony, one can see the manipulating thread of the whole dialogue. Caesar says about himself that he is a loving brother, and that at the same time he gives his sister away to someone for a political reason. That Octavia is not present during offering her to Antony, shows how little her opinion counts to these men. This shows how important power is to Caesar and how able he is to make unethical decisions for this power. His commentary about Cleopatra is insulting and demonstrates his disrespect.
4. Rhetoric

The stylistic level is the Genus Grande. One can proof that by the figures of speech which are used and the complex sentence structure. These facts support the passion of the speech and the higher importance of the content. It is written in a sublime style which supports the solemnness. First to mention, there is the metaphor “To make you brothers” in line 133 and “to knit your hearts With an unslipping knot” in lines 133/134. This stands for the intense alliance and the new close relationship between Antony and Caesar through the marriage of Antony and Octavia. Then, there is an anaphora because of the triple repetition of the word “whose” by the description of Octavia from line 135 to 137. This underlines her beauty. The hyperbole “the best men” in line 136 is supposed to adulate Antony and to bring him in a better mood to listen. It even clouds the fact that this is just about power. The whole passage is written in complex and long sentences with an unconventional word order. 
5. Criticism and interpretation

Analysing the characters of Antony and Cleopatra and the relationship between them, it is peculiar that in this dialogue their affair is not mentioned by Antony. One can say that Antony indeed negates their love affair by saying nothing against the teasing. The beginning of the tragedy shows that Antony loses his political prestige because of the influence of Cleopatra, so they offer him Octavia to get him back. When Cleopatra hears about it, she is very furious, because she cannot have Antony. She was happy to hear that Fulvia, his wife, passed away and now she hears Antony will marry another woman again. The line “I am not married” introduces the following tragedy between Cleopatra and Antony. In the end both commit suicide. The political situation was not tightened through the marriage with Octavia, and the love to and from Cleopatra never faded. 
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
