RESEARCH TECHNIQUES


I. Bibliographic entries: Please put the following data into a correct bibliographic form (you may have to leave out unnecessary and insert necessary data instead). 
1. The novel Mrs Dalloway by Virginia Woolf, reprinted in 1992 at Oxford University Press, edited and introduced by Claire Tomalin. ISBN 0-19-281815-5. 

2. The poem entitled To Autumn, written on 19th  September 1819 by John Keats, as found in the first volume of the sixth edition of the Norton Anthology of English Literature, published in 1996 by W.W. Norton & Co. (London and New York). Three stanzas, printed on two pages, starting on page 1814. 

3. The chapter Figurenkonzeption und Figurencharakterisierung on pp. 240-264 in Manfred Pfister’s UTB-volume nr. 580, dating back to 1977, title: Das Drama, sub-title: Theorie und Analyse, published by Fink, Ohmstraße 5, 80802 München. 

4. A book called Narrative Fiction: Contemporary Poetics which came out in the New Accents series, series editor Terence Hawkes, author: Shlomith Rimmon-Kenan, originally published in 1983 by Methuen, and since republished by Routledge in 2003. 

5. The first edition of the Reader’s Guide to Contemporary Literary Theory by Raman Selden, professor for English Literary Studies at the University of Lancaster, appeared in 1986 at Harvester Press, registered office in Brighton, UK; address: 66 Wood Lane End, Hemel Hempstead, Hertfordshire, HP2 4RG, England. 

6. The essay entitled “Dr. Jekyll’s Closet”, written by Elaine Showalter, published on page 67 to 88 in a collection of essays called The Haunted Mind, sub-title: The Supernatural in Victorian Fiction, edited by Elton E. Smith and Robert Haas, printed by Scarecrow Press in Lanham, Maryland, and appeared in London. 

7. An essay on the question Was heißt Rezeption bei fiktionalen Texten?, by Karlheinz Stierle, which appeared in 1975 on page 345 to 387 in volume seven of a scholarly journal called Poetica. 

8. The e-text version of W. Percy’s Sonnets to the Fairest Coelia, based on an 1877 edition by Alexander Grosart and posted on the internet by Richard Bear, as part of Renascence Editions located on the web pages of the University of Oregon. 

II. Citing sources in the text

a) How would you go about including this short quotation into your term paper (form of the quote and source documentation)?

III. Using research possibilities at the library. 
1. Please indicate the library shelfmarks of the books specified under I.1-6. 

2. How do you find literature about English Romantic Poetry using the ORBIS catalogue? 

3. Using the MLA data base, find five essays or articles, which could be helpful if you want to find out about postcolonial readings of The Tempest. 
4. Research in EEBO, Early English Books Online (available from computers in the university campus network): Please find an image of a monopede (one-footed man) in Sir John Mandeville’s Voyages and Travels in an edition from the fifteenth or sixteenth century. Print a copy of the page and document the edition used. 

5. Research in ECCO, Eighteenth Century Collections Online (available from computers in the university campus network): Please find a parallel image in an edition from the early eighteenth century. Print a copy of the page and document the edition used. 

6. Research in ESTC, English Short Title Catalogue (available via the web pages of the British Library): Find out how many editions of Mandeville’s Voyages were printed in the English speaking world before 1801.
